Missions 

ESL Ministry 
Our ESL Ministry continues to grow, with 

24 students from 6 different countries and at 
least one or two new students coming each 
week. Weekly attendance varies because of 

individual schedules, but our students always 
come eager to learn to speak English better, 
and our teachers come eager to help them.  

“Yes, but what’s happening in ESL...really?” 
Here are a few examples: Students and 

teachers get to know and trust each other as 
they learn about different cultures; One 

student who felt God’s leading him to return 
to his home country and family is now back 
home, continuing to seek God’s direction; 

Another student was moved to ask questions 
to learn more about God, and God opened 

the door especially for a teacher to share the 
gospel with her and her husband, both of 
whom have now accepted Jesus as their 
Savior; Every student has his or her own 
story about what motivates each to come; 

Teachers grow in their faith as they prepare 
lessons each week, seeking God’s guidance 

for how He will use them… 
What’s going on in ESL? God is at work in 
ESL! Thank you to all who have helped by 
preparing snacks, “passing the word” about 

the classes, working with the children, 
guiding students to classes, and praying.  
You have each been a vital part of this 

ministry!

LIFELINZ… from the Pastor 
PASTOR TO TAKE MISSION TEAM  

TO DELHI, INDIA  
MARCH 6-18, 2010  

  
I have been asked by the South Carolina 

Baptist Convention to lead a mission team to 
Delhi India March 6-18, 2010. This is a 
most unique trip in that it will primarily 
consist of using the game of golf as a 
platform to meet and share with Indian 
businessmen. These businessmen are part of 
the higher socioeconomic peoples of India 
who have been historically neglected by 
missions efforts and remain one of the most 
unevangelized groups on the planet. I need 
approximately 8 adults who play golf and 
desire to share their faith in this casual 
interactive setting. What would happen if a 
team of Christ following golfers combined 
their love for the sport with a passion for the 
Kingdom? The few who have tested these 
waters found themselves dining in their new 
friend's home after being randomly thrown 
together in a golf game only hours earlier.  
Making initial contacts on golf courses and 
driving ranges could lead to deeper 
interaction at homes or businesses and even 
continue long after returning to the US 
through email and other correspondence. 
These contacts would also significantly help 
those in Delhi who are trying to break into 
and plant churches in this influential 
community.  So it's tee time in Delhi, what 
an incredible opportunity to be involved in 
this pioneer gospel work! 

I am working up the cost at present but I 
need you to contact the church office 
immediately if you are interested in going or 
call me to discuss same. Funds will not be 
due until 60 days prior to departure.  I hope 
you will prayerfully consider participating or 
financially supporting this great mission 
opportunity as we increase our focus on 
missions both home and abroad.
